Contract 8127 - Snowshed to Keechelus Dam Phase lC 
State Project 
Change Order No. 116 & 117 "East End Tie-In to 2A" 

Attached for your review are the HQ approved and executed Change Orders No. 116 & 117 for 
this project. 

Description of the Change: These change orders extend the ultimate Cement Concrete 
Pavement (CCP) roadway section (eastbound and westbound) from the Resort Cr. Bridge to the 
vicinity of Unnamed Cr. (Two change orders are required, due to CCIS limitations on the 
number of items per change order.) 

Change Order 11 7 deletes contract bid item work that was originally designed and intended to 
provide a tie-in between the new 3-lane roadway and the existing 2-lane roadway. This change 
order includes deleting Hot Mix Asphalt (HMA), and other associated work. Change Order 116 
adds new CCP roadway, and other associated work. 

The following change orders previously revised work in this vicinity of the project: Change 
Order 42 reduced the roadway HMA pavement thickness, replaced concrete barrier with beam 
guardrail, reduced roadside restoration work, and deleted permanent drainage structures, lane 
reduction signing and illumination. Change Order 63 shortened the limits of the overlay section, 
deleted the full depth HMA pavement replacement of a section of one lane, and added the 
reconstruction of a section of outside shoulder to allow traffic to be temporarily detoured onto it. 

Evolution of the Change: At the time the Phase 1 C project was being designed, no funding 
existed for future 3 lanes beyond MP 59.49. As a result, the roadway transition from 3 lanes to 2 
lanes was designed to full design standards with HMA at a 20-yr design life, with concrete 
barrier, permanent drainage, lane reduction illumination and signing. 

The current Phase 1 C plans include constructing 3 lanes of CCP in each direction, ending in the 
vicinity of Resort Cr. (MP 59.49). From Resort Cr. to MP 59.99 is "temporary" HMA roadway, 
including transitions down to 2 lanes (each direction) to tie back into existing I-90. 
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During the Phase 2A Value Engineering Study it was determined that the Phase 1 C project 
should optimize the non-permanent 3 lane to 2 lane transition section by modifying or deleting 
any temporary work that would no longer be necessary since the Phase 2A project's permanent 
roadway will be built concurrently and will overlap with the Phase 1 C project. 

As the 2A project became funded for construction in 2015, the Region requested that the 
construction project office develop a change order to delete all temporary work that would no 
longer be necessary due to the construction of Phase 2A. The first two change orders (42 and 
63) were developed to address modifications and deletions to the portions of EB and WB tie-ins 
that were scheduled to begin construction in the 2013 construction season. This third change 
order addresses the changes needed to construct permanent CCP roadway in this section ofl-90. 

Entitlement: In accordance with Section 1-04.4 the Project Engineer adjusted the bid item 
quantities to reflect the deletions and modifications to the Work. This change order also adds 
Work to the contract as ordered by the Project Engineer and the Contractor is entitled to 
compensation for this additional Work. 

Price: The project office has prepared an independent engineer's estimate of the costs to 
perform the work described in this change order; it can be found in the project offices' change 
order file. 

Contract Time: There is no change to contract time associated with this change order.

This contract is revised as follows: 

DFSCRIPI'ICN: 
This change order extends the ultirra.te Cement Concrete Pavement (C'CI?) roadway 
section eastward to Sta. FE 1439+44, by adding CCP and other associated work. 

This change order revises the contract provision "Contractor Surveying 
Roadway" as it applies fran Sta. FW 1427+97 ('west of the Resort Cr. Bridge) 
to Sta. FW 1440+41 (east end Phase lC C'CI?); roadway sw:veying in this area 
will be the responsibility of the Contracting Agency. All other requirements 
of the 2010 Standal:d Specifications Section 1-05.4 and the "All Addenda 
Inco:r:porated with CRIP and Wall 7 Revision" contract provisions will apply to 
sw:veying in this area, including the minimtnn 2-week advance notification for 
requesting staking by the Cbntracting Agency as required in the contract 
provision "Contracting Agency Survey Work". 

This change order deletes all "WOrk associated with the SUnset Highway 
Mitigation Site including all grading, Temporary Erosion / Sediment Control 
(TFSC), habitat construction, and roadside restoration. 

Plan sheets SP3-1 through SP3-5 and TEC4 are deleted. 90 new and mxlified 
plans sheets are included as pages 8 through 97 of this change order. 

16 existing bid item quantities have been increased, 41 existing item 
quantities have been decreased, bid items 257 and 278 are deleted in their 
entirety, and 8 new items are added. 

Due to system limitations with WSIXJr' s Construction Contracts Infonnation 
System ( C'CIS) , this change order cannot be processed by a single change 
order. Change order 116 will be the first of t'WO (2) linked change orders 
addressing the same change. Ola!lge Order 116 will address the change order 
text, increased quantities of existing items and new items, and new I revised 
plan sheets. Change Order 117 will address items with decreased quantities 
and deleted items. 

lVIATERIAI.S REQUIREMENTS : 
All rra.terials shall meet the requirements of the "All Addenda Inco:r:porated 
with CRIP and Wall 7 Revision" contract plans and provisions, the 2010 
Standard Specifications, and this change order. 

Materials for "CD 116-Cement Cone .  Pavement", "CD 116-Corrosion Resistant 
Dowel Bar", and "CD 116-Drill & Install App. Slab Dowels" shall be in 
accordance with 2010 Standard Specifications Section 5-05.2.

Slab Ibwels11, is east 
of the Resort Creek bridges, and shall be in accordance with 2010 Standard 
Specifications Section 5-05.3. 

All concrete rumble strips on this contract shall be adjusted to avoid 
grinding rumble strips an transverse concrete joints. The rumble strip grind 
locations shall be adjusted in a manner that results in a minimum of 3 inches 
between the transverse edge of the grind and� concrete joint. 

The Contractor shall adjust the rumble strip offset off the FE Line (RI' & LT) 
and FW Line (RI' only) to match into the Standard Plan M-60. 10-01 rumble strip 
installation on the Phase 2A project. 

"CO 116-Drill & Install App. Slab r:::t>wels11 - Corrosion resistant dowel bars 
shall be added into the east end of the approach slabs on both the westbound 
and the eastbound Resort Creek Bridges at 1 ft. spacing. For the westbound 
bridge, the Contractor shall place approved pol ystyre.ne or PVC pipe sleeves 
for dowel bars in the approach slabs an the east end of the bridge, according 
to the details shown an Plan Sheets BB27 and BB28 for the west approach slab. 

Since the eastbound bridge has already been constructed, the Contractor shall 
drill dowel bar holes into the approach slab on the east end of the bridge. 
Plan sheets BC30, BC31 show dimensions for the placement of "Corrosion 
Resistant IbWel Bars". 'Ihe "PCCP Roadway Ibwel Bar Detail" on plan sheet BC 
31 is modified as follows: 1) drill a 1 3/4 In. to 2 In. hole into the 
approach slab in lieu of casting the bar into the C'CE? .  2) 'Ihe polystyrene or 
PVC pipe sleeves are eliminated on the eastbound approach slab.

If any reinforcing steel in the approach slab is struck by the drilling, the 
drilling shall :be stopped; any damage to the epoxy reinforcing steel shall :be 
repaired with an approved epoxy . 'llle abandoned hole shall then be filled 
with approved epoxy or grout, and a new hole drilled to avoid the rebar . 
Once the hole is drilled, the dowel bar shall :be installed into the hole 
using an approved epoxy. 

"CO 116-Beam Guardrail Type 31-8' Post", and the following guardrail rerrovals 
shall be in accordance with 2010 Standard Specifications Section 8-11: 

Guardrail fran Sta. LE 1427+89 RT. to Sta. AE 110+41 RT. shall :be rerroved 
after traffic is troved into the Stage 4 M.JI' configuration. 
Guardrail fran Sta. XW4W 13+27 RT. to Sta. XW4W 22+74 RT. shall :be removed 
once traffic has been rroved out of the Stage 4 rvur configuration. 

All junction roxes outside paving limits will :be buried 0.5 ft. :below the 
final grade of the adjacent CSBC . 

'llle work for the item "CO 116-Utility Trench" will begin at STI\.. FW 1428+50, 
and shall be in accordance with 2010 Standard Specifications Section 
8-20.3(2). 

'Ihe "All Addenda Inco:rporated with CR.IP and Wall 7 Revision" contract 
provision "Cooperation with Other Contractors" (pg. 132) is revised and 
supplemented as follows: 

Lines 44 and 45 of the contract provisions are revised to read: I-90 MP 59.9 
to MP 62. o Keechelus Dam to Starrpede Pass Phase 2A Add lanes I Build Wildlife 
Bridges. A wsror reconstruction I widening project - 2015 through 2019. 

'llle Contractor shall vacate the closed area of the westround lanes fran Sta. 
FW 1440+41 to the end of the Phase lC project construction limits by the end 
of 2015. 

'llle Contractor is required to vacate the area of eastbound fran Sta. FE 
1439+44 to Sta. AE 124+80 by April 15, 2015, with the exception of the Phase 
lC contractor's terrporary concrete barrier. Rerroval of this barrier and 
replacement with barrier provided by the Phase 2A contractor shall :be 
coordinated between the Phase lC and Phase 2A contractors. 

'llle Contractor shall coordinate with, and allow the Phase 2A contractor to 
install those portions of the westbound illumination system that fall within 
the Phase lC project limits.
